 U.S. Government  	
Today, The United States form of government is known as a constitutional democracy. This means the citizens of the United States get to elect a group of representatives to operate the government. A constitutional democracy is a government for the people, but at times it seems the United States is less of a constitutional democracy then people realize. Some practices the U.S. government condones could be characterized by different types of governments. The U.S. government shows practices of following a Republic, Oligarchy, or Plutocracy style of government. 

 	To begin with, the U.S. government shows signs of following a republic style of system in many ways. On dictionary.com, they describe a republic, as a “a state in which the supreme power rests in the body of citizens entitled to vote and is exercised by representatives chosen directly or indirectly by them”. This style of government is very similar to a constitutional democracy, but there are a few differences which could leave people wandering if the U.S. is more of a republic than a democracy. Some differences are in a republic all power is in rule by the law, where as a democracy all the power is in rule of the people. The U.S. is more of a republic, because the government makes and changes laws without a vote from all the people. Citizens can only vote on their representatives and not on changes inside the government (I.e. laws). Where as in a Democracy the people have a say in all changes in the government. Also, other instances were America doesn’t follow a Democracy style of government is during the election. In a Democracy majority rules, so when the people vote, the side with the most votes should win. But during past elections, the candidate with the most votes doesn’t always win.

Also, the U.S. government also shows signs of following an Oligarchy type of government. An Oligarchy is a form of government which is ruled by a small group of people who gain their notoriety from wealth or power. Usually in an Oligarchy type of government, they’re more favored towards the rich and wealthy in the country and make decisions without the people’s consent. This style of government makes decisions that benefit the upper class rather than the average citizen. This is more prevalent in the U.S. presently. In an article on the washingtontimes.com, there was a study formed to see if the average American or special interest groups were more beneficial in American politics over time. Researches compared 1,800 U.S. policies between 1981 to 2002. In the article it states, “Researchers then concluded that U.S. policies are formed more by special interest groups than by politicians properly representing the will of the general people, including the lower-income class” (Par.5 Chumley). This study shows that economic elites and business interest groups have more impact on U.S. policies rather than the average citizen. Which means the U.S. is leaning more towards an Oligarchy style government (a government for the wealthy and powerful) rather than a Democracy (a government for all citizens). 

 	To end with, like an Oligarchy, a Plutocracy is a type of government ruled by people of wealth. In a plutocracy majority doesn’t rule and the power is in the hands of the government. An article on the huffpost.com, states, “The Supreme Court has allowed a flood of money to buy our elections, rather than the will of the people” (Par.5 Myers). This statement shows that the U.S. is more concerned with helping the wealthy than the people. Just like a plutocracy, the U.S. is making the rich more richer and keeping the poor struggling. 

In conclusion, the U.S. shows signs of following other types of government rather than Democracy. One being a Republic style, because the U.S. is ruled more by law rather than the people. Another being an Oligarchy style, because the U.S. is ruled by powerful and wealthy people who don’t represent the citizen’s needs. Also, the U.S. could be described as a Plutocracy, because they’re more for helping the rich rather than helping the poor.
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
